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17.	 This product should not be placed in any area where proper 
ventilation is not provided.

If you experience feedback noise from your 
baby monitor while positioning:

	- Make sure your Baby Unit and Parent 
Viewer are more than 1 metre apart, OR

	- Lower the volume of your Parent Viewer.
